Dear Parents 
 
Thank you to the 10 parents who returned the questionnaire on behaviour.   Of these, 8 know the school 
rules, 7 know how we reward positive behaviour and also how we deal with negative behaviour.  There 
were 4 responses that were concerned with bullying, 2 with stealing and 1 with disruptive children and 1 
with spitting.  The other responses all said they had no concerns and were happy with what was happening 
at school.   I assume that if you did not return your questionnaire you are happy with what is happening at 
school. 
 
We are always working to improve our behaviour management plan.  We have a great bunch of children 
here at Putaruru Primary.  They are polite and caring.  We give a lot of verbal praise, stickers and stamps, 
certificates and Principal Awards.  There are class treats and whole school celebrations.  
 
At Putaruru Primary School we promote the values of Citizenship, Excellence and Life Long Learner.  As 
part of these we encourage the children to show respect for themselves, others and school property.   
 
If a child’s behaviour does not reflect these values they will be asked to take responsibility for the choices 
they have made.
